7. CARE AND CLEANING

7.1 Notes on cleaning

* Use a cleaning solution for metal surfaces.

+ Clean and check the door gasket around
the frame of the cavity.

* Moisture can condense in the appliance or
on the door glass panels. To decrease the
condensation, let the appliance work for
10 minutes before cooking.
